Discussion

ÅParticipation thresholds different from funding 
expectations (funding = participation regardless of 
relationship to FT student gender breakout)

ÅLimited but important movement of Ohio schools 
into NCAA Division II from NAIA and Division III

ÅNew data cutting tool in 2007 



Key Findings

ÅNumbers show improvement in opportunity 
discrepancy at Division I schools 

ÅSmaller budgets have proved to mean less 
equality in opportunity

ÅOverall gender-specific spending levels do not 
meet  the participation ratio threshold when
